Parents:  We are looking forward to serving your child in the sixth grade. We will be making some changes in scheduling next year and would like to invite you to attend an orientation meeting on Thursday, August 16, at 5:00 p.m. in the Pi Beta Phi auditorium to share this information with you.  You will also pick up your registration material at that time.  Homeroom placements will be announced on this date, and the principal reminds you to not request homeroom placements.

Goals and Objectives
A few of our academic goals include increased skills in written and oral communication and computer literacy.  The Tennessee Curriculum Guide will be followed in all subjects.  This information is available to you in the classroom.  Behavior goals that we hope to achieve are to increase independent study skills, to develop a sense of responsibility, and to be respectful in all situations.

Communication
You are welcome to contact us by email, phone, or written notes.  Ask your child often if they have any written communication from school. Deficiency reports or progress reports listing your child’s grades will be sent at each mid-term.  Reports should be signed and returned the following day.  Grade cards will be sent at the end of each six-week period. 

You will receive notices throughout the year concerning scheduled conferences. 

Grading

Averages will come from daily work, homework, and tests.  Special grading will occur when students have special projects, research papers, group work, etc.  Students are expected to be responsible and have work turned in on time to receive full credit.
Absences

Students are required to bring a note from home when they are absent. In grades 6-8, students are allowed to use four parental notes per semester.  Once students have used all of their allocated parental notes, then each absence must be accounted for with a doctor’s excuse.  It is the responsibility of the student to obtain missed assignments and to turn them in promptly.  An assignment chart will be kept in the classroom for easy referral.  Students have one day for each day missed to complete make-up work and receive credit.

Costs

We ask that each parent pay by cash or check on August 16 for the following items: subscription to social studies newspaper ($7.00), DynaMath magazine ($4.00), and other classroom supplies ($3.00).  Total:  $14.00
Supplies

Students should bring to school on August 20 the following items: pencils, colored pencils, loose-leaf paper, one box of Kleenex, one pack of Expo dry erase markers, four “3-subject” spiral notebooks, and one assignment book (you choose style). Individual teachers may have other specific requests at the beginning of the year.

REGISTRATION NEXT YEAR: Registration will occur on August 16 between 5:00-7:00 PM at Pi Beta Phi Elementary.  The parent must attend registration to process the necessary paperwork. The first full day of school will be Monday, August 20.
